As a provider of child care, the YMCA strives tdeetively screen and train all
staff and volunteers. YMCA summer camp is licensgdthe Texas Department of
Family and Protective Services. We screen eachio$taff with criminal history
checks and FBI fingerprints. We strive to maintaih:12 staff to child ratio on site
and a 1:10 staff to child ratio on field trips. Atlaff are trained in YMCA policies
and procedures as well as Basic First Aid and CPR.

CAMP TIMES
Drop-off: Campers may be dropped off at camp locetibetween 6:30 a.m. and
8:30 a.m. Supervised and structured activities lvalprovided during this time.
Children must arrive before 8:30 a.m. to insurengrbdeparture for various
eventsOur camp will leave for activities on time and willbe unable to wait for
children arriving after the posted departure time. For safety reasons, children
can not be dropped off or picked up during off-sitetrips (unless determined
necessary by the camp director).
Program Time: Camp activities will take place fr80 a.m. until 5:00 p.m.

DISCIPLINE

YMCA camp staff will provide clear, reasonable lisnfor the campers’
behavior. Positive behavior will be reinforced amegjative behavior identified
and redirected. Staff members will intercede ihads behavior is harmful to
him/her self or others. Below, are our basic gunds for discipline. These
guidelines may be adjusted to meet an individuddélshneeds.

When a child chooses not to follow a staff’s instimns or misbehaves:

He/she will be given “reflection/renewal time”, wieea child is separated
from the group/activity in order to think about/hisr behavior choice.

If a child continues to misbehave then additiomaflection/renewal time”
will be given and a “homegram” may be written. Hegrams are letters
that inform the parents of their child’s behavidnce a child receives 3
discipline related “home-grams” a meeting is usuedllled (see #4)

If a child continues to misbehave then a pamt be called and asked to
speak to their child and/or arrange for their chalde picked up.

Any child who continues to have difficulty belmr&y may be subject to the

following procedures:

a. Parent/Site Director/Unit Director meeting

b. Probation/suspension from the program.

c. The YMCA reserves the right to ask any child to leae the
program for his/her betterment or the welfare of the group.

If a child exhibits what the YMCA considers te &ggressive or
inappropriate behavior (ex. Inappropriate touclongonversation), that



behavior will lead to an automatic home-gram. Gumd aggressive or
inappropriate behavior will lead to a suspensiamfthe program.

6. Any time a child is sent home for the day due to ®vior problems, that
child will be expected to be picked up within one twur of being notified.

SUSPENSIONS

If a child is suspended from camp on a Monday a¥sbay, a partial refund of
$40 can be given. This money can be refunded osfieared to another week
during the summer.

If a child is suspended from camp after Wednesdesydegun, there will be no
refund or transfer of money for that week.

FIELD TRIPS

As part of our service to you and your family, ¥tdCA will be taking many field trips
during the summer. In an effort to ensure yourdhisafety, we will take the following
precautions:

In order to maintain reasonable group sizes anggorgroup control, our staff-to-
child ratio will be lowered to 1 staff person foreey 10 children in care.

There will be a minimum of two staff assigned talegroup of children to ensure
the highest level of supervision.

The staff are required to do face counts on a egddsis to make certain that all
children are accounted for.

Under no circumstances will a child be allowed $e any public restroom until a
YMCA staff personal has cleared the restroom. €hsures that there will never
be any strangers in the restroom with your child.

All transportation to and from field trips will jrovided by a qualified and
properly screened, licensed bus driver.

Field trips may be cancelled due to inclement weaén and may not be
rescheduled due to timing constraints.

BIG EVENT TRIPS

One Big Event trip will be taken each week in aiddito swimming twice and the park
occasionally. Impromptu trips may be taken on ralays. Parents will be notified of any
changes in the field trip schedule. Campers willmefrom Big Event trips by 5:00 p.m.
Campers may not bring extra money on trips sowleatan keep consistency between all
the campers. Parents may attend Big Event Triganoist have an approved volunteer

WATER ACTIVITES

Some of the field trips that we go on will be inasound water. In addition to our regular
field trip procedures, we will take the followinggeaution to ensure your child’s safety:

We have children take consistent breaks througthautield trip so they can re-
apply their sunscreen and drink water. This alkmal us to do extra face counts.
Each child will be required to pass a swim tesbkethey are allowed in the deep
end of any pool that we visit.
We teach our kids “Know before you go” which is RIZA water safety series
every week before swim time.

SWIMMING

Staff members, as well as lifeguards, are on dujyevthe kids are swimming. Staff will
swim with the campers and will also supervise ftbmedge of the pool. Kids need to
bring a swim suit, sunscreen, towel and a bag tahmir wet swim suit into after
swimming. For health reasons, please do not sendgfold to camp in their swim suit.
Parents are encouraged to provide swimming sheog®to child to protect their feet
from the hot concrete around the pool decks, akasghe bottoms of the pools. Swim
days will be at the Waxahachie YMCA every week éather permits.

TRANSPORTATION

Children may be transported in YMCA vehicles ocantracted buses. All vehicles are
inspected and maintained at a safe level. All dsivaeust pass a Motor Vehicle Record
check with the Department of Public Safety befareinlg a YMCA vehicle. Appropriate
licenses are obtained for all bus drivers.

ILLNESS AND INJURY

Children with signs of illness should not be sentamp. Campers who become ill or are
injured at camp will be made as comfortable asiptesssCamp staff will administer basic
first aid and use good judgment. Parents will bified when deemed necessary by the
staff. Parents should pick up ill or injured chikelf) within a reasonable amount of time
and consult a doctor if necessary. In an emergeheycamper will be taken to the
nearest hospital or emergency medical clinic. Emecy personnel will be called if
necessary. Parents will be notified as soon aslges3he YMCA will not assume
responsibility for any injury incurred while paipating in any child care programs.
Certain risks of injury are inherent during pagation in these programs and activities.
The participant’s insurance is the primary coveragany accident.

MEDICATION AND HEALTH CONCERNS

A medication authorization form must be on file drefstaff will be allowed to
administer prescription or over the counter medbcafThis form must be signed by the
child’s doctor in order to administer any over tdaoeinter mediation. All medication must
be in its original container with directions on tentainer or clearly written on the
medication form. All mediation must be turned irstaff at the beginning of each
day/week. Any medical needs must be reported t&Ctrap Director verbally and in
writing. All medications will be stored in a lockédst aid kit at all times. Any time that
a staff administers medication, it will be docuneshéind kept on file at the site. All
medicine should be picked up at the end of youdshcamp session.

PARENTAL VISITATION AT CAMP

Parents are welcome to visit the YMCA summer progsad any or those that wish to
view the daily activities of the program. The YM@&es not require parents to get
approval before visiting. When you visit pleaseksegt the director and let them know
that you are there so they are aware of your poeséfhile visiting, you will be asked to
interact with only your child and no other childrierthe program.

PARENTAL INVOLVEMENT AT CAMP

Parents are encouraged to participate in all YMG/er day camp activities with their
child. In order to do so, each parent that wisbgsatticipate must have a current
criminal background check on file with the YMCAhis process can take up to two
weeks,so any parent wishing to participate should béigis process early.

Full memberships give each fgmiember access to YMCA
facilities as well as provide discounts of prognancing. Financial aid may also be
available.



EXPECTATIONS AND EVALUATION

Campers, staff, and parents all have personal ¢adpmts about summer camp. Every
attempt will be made to make summer camp an enjeyatperience for all.

Stress safety in
numbers. Be concerned if your child suddenly becowighdrawn, balks at attending
certain activities or being around a particularsper and seek, gently, to find out why.
Report any actions by YMCA staff or volunteers whiou deem to be inappropriate to
the Childcare Director. If these actions involvesected child abuse, contact the Texas
Department of Family Protective Services immedyjatelcall your local police
department.

CHILDREN WITH SPECIAL NEEDS

The Childcare Director must be informed before iédohith special needs, disabilities,
chronic iliness and/or medically fragile conditiaesenrolled. If your child falls into one
of the above categories, please contact NavreatRaunter at 972-937-9622. If at any
time we feel a child has special needs and requoige individualized care than we are
able to provide, we may at our discretion, immeshiatemove the child from our
program. In such cases, the parent will be notifigdhe Childcare Director.

In order to protect YMCA staff, volunteers, and gnam participants--at no time during a YMCA
program may a staff person be alone with a sinigile evhere they cannot be observed by others.
As staff supervise children, they should space tedwves in a way that other staff can see them.

Staff shall never leave a child unsupervised.

Restroom supervision: Staff will make sure #isroom is not occupied by suspicious or unknown
individuals before allowing children to use thdlifaes. Staff will stand in the doorway while tdien are
using the restroom. This policy allows privacytfa children and protection for the staff (nohbeilone
with a child). If staff are assisting youngeildrkn, doors to the facility must remain open. diitd
regardless of age should ever enter a bathroom atoa field trip. Always send children in threes)
whenever possible, with staff.

Staff should conduct or supervise private atigigiin pairs- putting on bathing suits, taking
showers, etc. When this is not feasible, staftithbe positioned so that they are visible to
others.

Staff shall not abuse children including:
physical abuse--strike, spank, shake, slap;
verbal abuse--humiliate, degrade, threaten;
sexual abuse--inappropriate touch or verbal exaiiang
mental abuse--shaming, withholding love, cruelty.

Staff will conduct a health check of each cleiltbh day, as they enter the program, noting aak; faumps,
bruises, bumns, etc. Questions or comments waltldeessed to the parent or child in a non-thriegteray.
Any guestionable marks or responses will be docteden

Staff respond to children with respect and atersition and treat all children equally regardless
of sex, race, religion, culture.

Staff will respect children's rights to not bec¢hed in ways that make them feel uncomfortable,
and their right to say no. Children are not tadaeched on areas of their bodies that would be
covered by a bathing suit.

All photos / recordings of pang
participants will remain the property of the YMCA.

Staff are not to transport children in theimowehicles.

Staff may not date program participants unkeraige of 18 years of age.

Under no circumstances should staff releaddrehito anyone other than the authorized parent,
guardian, or other adult authorized by the pareguardian (written parent authorization on file
with the YMCA).

Staff are required to read and sign all pdlicedated to identifying, documenting, and repgytin
child abuse and attend training on the subjedhstsucted by a supervisor.
